Dear Mr. Haddock:

Per the above referenced order dated November 9, 1993, and
subsequent deficiencies letter from the Division dated JFanuary
24, 1994, responses to these correspondences are provided herein.
The previous December 15, 1993 response by Consolidation Coal
Company to Division Order #93B is requested to be w1thdrawn and
replaced with the attached response.

The attached response addresses the November 9, 1993;Division
comments as follows: e

Requirement #1. Sections VI.B.2 and VI.B.3 have been
updated to include changes to Pond No. 8.

Requirements #2 and #3. Small area exemptions have been
reclassified as alternative sediment
control areas with design information
and field data provided.

Requirement #4. Cross-references to link the MRP with
R645 rules are provided. Chapters III
and VI are being finalized and will be
submitted upon completion.
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The attached response addresses the January 24, 1994 deficiencies
letter from the Division as follows:

Deficiency #1. Chapter VI.B.4, "Sediment Control Exemption for
Small Areas" has been removed from the plan, due
to the reclassification of these small exemption
areas to alternative sediment control areas.

Deficiency #2. Plates II-1, II-2, IV-3, VI-10, VI-11, VI-18,
and VI-19 have been updated to reflect the
proposed changes to the surface drainage
control plan. The existing borehole pump No. 3
access road, inadvertently omitted from the
previous plans, has been added to the plan.

Deficiency #3. Alternative methods for controlling sediment from
small areas have been incorporated into the
plan, in lieu of proposing small sediment pond
features at the site.

Deficiency #4. References to Ditch 3A and Ditch 6 have been
added to Section VI.B.1.

In responding to the above listed deficiencies, assistance in
conducting a vegetation count was requested by Consolidation Coal
Company in order to resolve sediment control concerns for some
relatively small, isolated disturbance areas. These areas are
the existing revegetation test plot adjacent to the mine yard and
existing borehole pump No. 1, No. 2 and No. 3 sites. These areas
in question are primarily inactive sites that have been in place
a sufficient number of years to re-establish some natural
vegetative cover. Any further action to control sediment from
these small areas would serve only to disturb additional acreages
and destroy the vegetation already established. A vegetation
count of these small areas was conducted February 9, 1994 with
assistance from the Division’s reclamation biologist. The
results of the vegetation count have been documented in a
Division memc by Paul Baker, Reclamation Biologist, dated
February 11, 1994 and entitled "Vegetation at Boreholes and
Revegetation Test Plot, Consolidation Coal Company, Emery Deep
Mine. ACT/015/015. Folder #2. Emery County, Utah". Additional
details of the vegetation count for each site is provided in
Chapter VI.B.3, "Alternative Sediment Control" of the attached
response.
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One additional area was observed and noted as needing
revegetation efforts, by the Division’s reclamation biologist.
This small section of reclaimed roadway between borehole pump #1
and the existing road leading to borehole pump #1. This section
of roadway was constructed prior to August 3, 1977, and was
reclaimed during the first quarter of 1982. The vegetation
sampling revealed that 15.7% of the disturbed area vs. 15.4% of
the undisturbed adjacent area was vegetated, although the
vegetation on the disturbed area was predominantly weeds. We do
not want to destroy this vegetation by disking the entire
roadbed, as we feel that the weeds provide an equivalent level of
erosion control, as does the native vegetation. Therefore, we
propose to attempt to enhance the quality and quantity of
vegetation at this site by using hand tools to incorporate 8.25
pounds of the Contemporaneous Reclamation Seed Mix (approved by
the Division on May 6, 1991) and crimp 0.5 tons of native hay
mulch into the approximately 0.23 acres of reclaimed road bed.
We propose to do this seeding and mulching in the spring of this
year.
