Earlier this year | contacted you concerning a 1.45 expansion of the Emery Mine. Since then the
following has occurred:

1. Received an amendment for the 1.45 expansion with the plan to expand further to the east.

2. Consol is selling the mine, but will still complete the process for the 1.45 expansion.

3. The new owner may or may not want to expand further to the east.

4. Patrick Collins, Mt Nebo Scientific, surveyed the area this summer. His results are still pending. He
only surveyed the area for 1-2 days approximately in July. He only focused on plants.

2. Maps showing the expansion area.

For now, the Division requests USFWS to verify whether or not TES species are in the 1.45 acre
area. (We will worry about future eastern expansion if it's requested.)

Species Consultation for Emery Mine - concerning this request.
