3. Topsail
The topsoil piles were inspected with no signs of wind or water erosion.

4.a Hydrologic Balance: Diversions

The diversions were spot-checked and would function as designed.

4.b Hydrologic Balance: Sediment Ponds and Impoundments

Water from equipment cleaning is being pumped to the sediment pond at the 4th east
portals. Consol will be changing the method of how this water is being handled.
Consol may have the water go under ground to the water sump or enlarge the
sediment pond. The water from the sediment pond at the 4th east portals has not
discharged.

7. Coal Mine Waste, Refuse Piles, Impoundments

The refuse pile was inspected and no hazardous conditions were noticed during the
Inspection.

The material storage area at the 4th east portals needed cleaning up of non-coal
waste material.

Consol has committed in repairing the surface cracks from mining the 2nd South
panel in August.
