The Permittee submitted the scope of work for Phase I of this
study on April 1, 2003 and the results of the Phase I study in
the 2003 Annual Report.

The Permittee intended on initiating Phase II of this study
after reopening sometime in 2004. The Division biologist has
no correspondence of proof that the Permittee has begun
Phase IT and III as of 10/28/05.

The Division and DWR discussed (February 5, 2004) the
requirement to survey raptors (MRP, Ch. 8, pg. 5). We
decided that the Permittee is not required to conduct raptor
surveys unless they disturb new areas. The road extension
east of the 4™ east portal was considered as existing
disturbance.

Coal fine control evaluation not conducted or submitted. The
Division intended to wait on approval of the effectiveness of
the abatement strategies until:

- Coal operations are up to the activity and capacity levels
prior to the closing of operations at the 4th east portal in
summer/fall 2003.

- Coal stockpile is built up to a size similar to the size that
existed prior to CONSOL relocating the coal pile in the
summer/fall of 2003.
