% inch wide were noticed across the road leading to the field. Landowner
did mention at the South end of the long West Field the irrigation is not
flowing to the end due to a high spot and low spot in the field. Walked the
area with the land owner and could not find any cracks or signs of
movement. However, area is above pillared out portion of the section.
