4B. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS

The sedimentation pond was decanted last month and remains dry.

8. NONCOAL WASTE

Non-coal waste is found throughout the canyon, residue of over 100 years of mining activity. In the
disturbed area, debris from reclamation has been removed and small pieces of trash and litter are
removed whenever they are found.

13. REVEGETATION

Vegetative growth on the Phase 1 and early Phase 2 reclamation areas is still sparse but is becoming
noticeable, in spite of the lack of rainfall this summer. Grasses and shrubs from the seed mix are
growing, but halogeton is abundant in places. In the last areas reclaimed during Phase 2, there is no
sign of new growth.
