Reclamaiion of this pond began in November 2005 (refer to Appendix
XW)' Live planting on the Phase I and Phase 2 areas is scheduled for April/May, 2006 to
complete these projects.

Final reclamationof the Des Bee Dove mine concludes more that l00years of mining at this
site' fuIining at this site began in the late I8B0's. Utah, power and Ligit purchased,the mine in
1971 from the LDS Church and mined nearly I3 miltion tons of coal until closure in Igg6.
PacifiCorp perrnanently sealedthe portals in 1987. In 1996, notice of intent to reclaimthe Des
Bee Dove mine was submitted to the Division. Emery County expressed interest in keeping thehaul road as part of the County's road system. With the cooperation of Emery County and theDivision, Pacificorp received Phase III bond release of the haul ,ooi. This area wAS removed
fro* the disturbed and permit area at that time.

Final reclamation of the mine site began in 1998 withthe recontouring of the pumphouse a,rea
situated down canyonfrom the main mine facilities. In l9gg, Energy w"it removed the
remaining surface facilities throughout the mine site. Phase t of thi reclamation was completed
in 2002 which entailed the bacffiIling and grad,ing of the area containing the Little Dove and
Beehive portals. Phase 2 reclamation was completed in June, 200J and involved bacffilting andgrading of the Deseret Mine portals, bathhouse, And storage yardfacilities, construction of adrainage channel, and removing and recontouring the miie access road. Alt topsoil
redistribution was complete at this time. Rtf", to attached map.

Final reclamation of the sedimentation pond remains to be completed. This operation is planned
for November 2005. This operation wiil be completed in approximately 30 days from start to
finish. No planting of live plant stock is planned for thts aiia. No other sediment control
structures wiII exist after the reclamation of the sed.imentation pond.

Seeding wils completed contemporaneously with bacffilling and grading. Dates can be found on
the Bond Release Area fuIop. Partial planting of live stock was initiated at the completion of
Phase 2 reclamatian. These procedures entailed planting approximately one-hatf if tne stuck
required by the reclamation plan in the Phase I and Phase 2 areas. The remainder of the live
stock is scheduled to be planted in April/May, 2006. No planting of tive plant stock was
conducted in the Pumphouse Area.

7' Remaining sediment control structures (ponds, silt fences, straw bales) and diversions to
be removed and any release of refuse piles and ponds from MSHA requirements.

No sediment control structures remained at the conclusion of Phase I and 2 reclamation. As
stated above, final reclamation of the sedimentation pond remains to be completed. This
operation began in November 2005. Reclamation is expected to be completed tn opproximately
30 days from start to finish. tr/o other sediment control structures will exist after tii reclamation
of the sedimentation pond.
