PERMITS, CHANGE, TRANSFER, RENEWAL, SALE

The following permitting actions are being reviewed by the Division: a) Mill Fork Lease; b) Volume
1, General Content; and c) Permit area change (65.7 acres).

The permit was reissued on February 7, 2001 and will expire on February 7, 2006.

TOPSOIL

The topsoil piles at the refuse site and Rilda Canyon were inspected with no signs of wind or water
erosion. Either silt fences or vegetation protects these piles.

HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: DIVERSIONS

The diversions were spot-checked and complied with the requirements in the Mining and
Reclamation Plan. These diversions met the R645 performance standards.

HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS

The mine site sediment pond was discharging during the inspection. There were no signs of
hazardous conditions. This sediment pond is scheduled to be cleaned out in July. The refgse
sediment pond was also inspected with no signs of hazardous condition existing. This sediment

pond did not contain water and is unlikely to discharge in the near future.

The sediment pond inspection for the second quarter was reviewed with no hazardous conditions
reported. This inspection was P.E. certified.

HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: OTHER SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES
The silt fence and dugout ponds are the main alternate sediment control measures used at the Deer

Creek Mine. These structures were inspected and complied with the MRP and the R645 Coal Rules
performance standards.

HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: WATER MONITORING

The water monitoring data was inspected at the mine office. The permittee was entering water data
into the Electronic Data System prior to the inspection. The permittee was having difficulties
retaining water information in the EDS. Dana Dean, the Division personnel in charge of the EDS,
was notified the next day by the inspector about the problems with the system. She stated that she
would pursue this problem.

HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: EFFLUENT LIMITATIONS

The UPDES reports were inspected for the first quarter, all samples were complying with the terms
and conditions of the UPDES permit.

The UPDES permit for the Deer Creek Mine is UT002304.
