(Bureau of Land Management). Henri Bisson, BLM utah State Director, his decided
to otferthe tactlor competitive sale. Thd respective decisions are documented in
a Joint DN/DPVFONSI (Decision Notice/Decision Record/Finding of No Signiticant
lmpact) prepared by these otficials. Underthe selected leasing ahernalive, fie lease
will contain special stipulations for the protection of non-coal interests.

The lease encompasses approximately 213 acres on the Manti-La Sal National
Forest, along the west boundary of the Mill Fork State Coal Lease ML-482S8,
which is a part ol the Deer Creek Mine permit area. Ths proposed tract is located
in T 16 S, R 6 E, S.L.B. & M.:

The coal would bemined through the Deer Creek Mine with n0 need for additional
surface disturbance. lf the coal is bypassed it would be uneconomical for future
mining.
