l. Altefnate routes should be, provlded for the I niles of uew access
roadsr-that are indicated to be established nainly Ln the ephemeral
channels. Should excessive channellzation and alterati.ons become
necessary so as to accomodate large vehl-cles, alternate routes shoulcl
be considered and utilized.

2. It is suggested that the overall grade of access roads should not
exceed 10 percen!.

If dri1l sites are to be located
should remain below the accepted
actlvi ty.
