In response to my memo dated September 20, 1988 regarding
modification of the R2P2, Utah Power and Light Company (UP&L)
submitted an updated map entitled '"Cottonwood Mine - Three-Entry
Projections May 1, 1988, Approved - BLM 9/88'". A question arose
in the 9th West and 10th West panels because the way they are
portrayed indicates that mining will occur, or possibly has
occurred, west of Crosscut No. 41 in the panel. Longwall mining
west of Crosscut No. 41 in these panels was prohibited per letter
from Lowell P. Braxton to Ray Christensen, dated January 11, 1988.

I called Val Payne on November 9, 1988 for clarification of
this issue. He stated that the longwall panel has not and will not
go west on Crosscut No. 41 in the 9th West or 10th West Panels.
Mining is limited to main entries west of Crosscut No. 4l.
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
