This memo is to document the resolution of the
stipulations from the 1984 OSM permit for the UP&L

Condition #1: OSM letter of December 26, 1984
documents this condition was satisfactorily addressed.

Condition #2: This condition was formally appealed by
UP&L. The resolution of the appeal was recently concluded with
revised language agreed upon by OSM, DOGM and UP&L. This
revised language appears as Condition No. 2 in the revised
state permit issued September 30, 1988.

Condition #3: This condition was transferred to the
revised state permit and appears as Condition No. 1 in that
document.

Condition #4: Field work to address the requirements
of this condition was conducted August 30, 1984 and verified in
the field by DOGM staff member Everett Hooper. A December 28,
1984 letter from Allen Klein documents compliance with this
condition.

Condition #5: TUP&L's response of January 3, 1985 to
this condition satisfactorily addressed the requirements.

Condition #6: UP&L's response of January 3, 1985
satisfactorily addressed requirements of this condition.

Condition #7: OSM's letter of December 26, 1984 notes
that parts A and D of this stipulation were satisfactorily
addressed.
