12. Backfillins And Gradinq

Inspection Gontinuation Sheet
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The Pernittee completed backfilling and reclamation of the Miller Canyon ventilation
breakout portals in June 1999. Total disturbance associated with these portals
approximately 0.02 acres. The Permittee has reconfigured the reclaimed portals and
surrounding areas to AOL in a manner that blends with the surrounding environment.
The Division approved Phase I bond release of the Miller canyon portal areas on
June 21,2A02. Due to difficult access, this preliminary inspection was done frorn a
helicopter; if necessary, final inspection will be done from the ground.

The Cottonwood Fan Portal area was reclaimed in 1997, and the Division approved
Phase I bond release March 16, 2004.

13. Revesetation

The Miller Canyon Portal vegetation has been well established and appeared to be
controlling erosion. Exact species of plants could not be identified from the
helicopter. lt was apparent that small amounts of water were discharging from a
couple areas around the portals which contributed to a small population of willows.
The discharge was not affecting the stability of the reclaimed area. The Cottonwood
Fan Portal Area underwent final reclamation and reseeding in 1997. The vegetation
was very well established and included a mature stand of Artemesia Tridentata and
other woody species. Sediment has filled in a portion of the drainage ditch at the
uppermost part of the reclaimed area and an adequate vegetation cover is present on
the silted- in ditch. Species present included Sagebrush, fourwing saltbush, rubber
rabbitbrush, Great basin wildrye, Palmer's penstemon and Blue flax. The vegetation
appeared to be adequately controlling erosion on the site, and no rills or gullies were
present.

The Division approved Phase I bond release of the Miller canyon portal areas on
June 21,2042 (approximately 0.02 acres).
