Although 6 to 10 indres of snow cflzers the entire mine site, the dtsttrrberl
area and r.ndisturbed area bems and ditclres appeared adequate enoug[r to
termirrate Nov N83-5-8-3 t{o. 3 at the upp"r pt'areas.

Drainage and sediment controls at the scalehouse area were adeqgate. Snour
renorzal atong the access road was discussed wirh Mr. Coonrod. ii-dpp*r" that
snor'r plow agtivity in this area adjacent to ttre catch basin south of th.
scaletrouse has a potential to blocl< runoff frm ."i"Attg-th" disturbed area
ditchr on the east side of the road and the catch basin on the west side of the
road. Ib nnroff was occuring at the tirne of this inspection.

Mr' Coonrod agreed to naintain the snorfuariks on both sides of the access
road to allow disturbed area n:noff to flot,r into ttre appropriate ditches ard
the catdt basin.
