General Comments

1 & 2)

Signage and paperwork were checked to confirm the
address of Co-Op Mining's main office and resident agent. This
was also done as part of the standard AVS checks.

4c)

Sediment pond A was found to be in good condition with
a minor amount of standing water. Pond B was satisfactory,
however, erosion was noted at the base of the inlet that comes
off the haul road. Gerald Hansen was made aware of the need to
rip-rap and grout this area (the inlet above this point has
previously been rip-rapped and grouted).

4d)

Periodic discharges flow into Bear Creek at UPDES
discharge point 004. These discharges vary in frequency and
duration. In addition, the velocity and flow also vary. Due to
some of the high velocities that occur and the orientation of the
line, there is some concern as to the long-term stability of the
right bank of the creek within 5 to 10 feet of where the
discharge impacts. Gerald Hansen was made aware of this concern
and the need to provide some type of armoring for the bank.

9)

Canadian thistle (as identified by Henry Sauer) was
noted near the lump coal pile. Mr. Sauer pointed out that this
is considered a noxious weed, and that according to Emery County,
the landowner is responsible for weed control. This was also
pointed out to Wendell Owen and Gerald Hansen. Mr. Hansen
informed the above inspectors that the weeds had been sprayed
recently.

16b)

Drainage ditches below pond B and above the gate were
clean and in working order. One portion of the ditch on the north
side of the road was noted as having a leaky water line below it.
The location of this and the need for immediate repair was
pointed out to Mr. Hansen.
