4, HYDROLOGIC BALANCE

The upper storage pad looks good with no material on the
berm. At least 10 piles of human fecal waste was noted in the
undisturbed ditch behind the storage pad. This must be stopped
or the Department of Health will be notified.

The silt fence, north of the Bear Canyon Mine portal,
requires maintenance.

The sediment basin and silt fences above C-8U rgquirg
maintenance and were not functioning as designed. Violation
N91-35-8-1 was issued.

The ditch behind the bathhouse is silting in and should be
cleaned now before a hard freeze.

13. REVEGETATION

The ball park topsoil pile had a thick growth of grass sod
from seeding in the fall of 1990 and subsequent irrigation.

No noticeable germination or growth on other areas of the
Fall 1990 interim hydro-seeding and hydro-mulching were noted.
This includes the slope below the upper storage pad.

The matting on the downcast material, at the base of the
cliff, below the upper storage pad, had not been installed as
committed to on page 7-91 of the permit. This must be done
before the end of the year or a violation will be issued.

16. ROADS: MAINTENANCE

A sprinkling system was noted along the road.
