The Bear Canyon Mine received .22 inches of.rain
between the evening of May 19 and the time of this
inspection.

4b. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: DIVERSIONS

Co-Op has constructed a diversion to disturbed area
control runoff as it passes over the middle pad. This
diversion is constructed of rip rap and appears well built.
All culvert inlets associated with the disturbed area
drainage system were in good condition. The undisturbed
culvert inlet on the upper material storage pad was clear
and unobstructed.

4c. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS
The sediment ponds received some runoff from the regent
storms. The water level was well below any discharge point
and the sediment level was remains below the clean out
marker.

4d. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: OTHER SEDIMENT CONTROL MEASURES
On May 8, 1992, Co-Op submitted a proposal to extend
undisturbed culvert, C-8U, from the coal stockpile pad up
into the side canyon where the undisturbed drainage from
above the upper material storage pad drains off of the
cliff. This submittal was in response to NOV 91-35-8-1 and
is currently under review.

13. REVEGETATION
Areas that have recently been seeded include the down
slope from the southern end of the upper material storage
pad and an area downslope from the upper portal pad. Some
grasses were observed protruding through the erosion control
mat that was placed over the reseeded areas.

16d. ROADS: MAINTENANCE
Road surfaces throughout the mine site were in very
good condition. These have been recently graded and
surfaced with road base material. Road ditches adjacent to
these roads were also in good repair.
