13. REVEGETATTON

The area below the upper storage pad had been seeded and matted
sometime in February or March. Some grasses were grrowing. This
is the first seeding attempt out of at least two others that has
been successful, and the f irst attempt using rnatting with small
pock marks. AII other seedings have used hydromulch with no
surface manipulat ion.

The material downcast into the canyon below the upper material
storagre pad was seeded in November and matted sometime in
December or January. Only small dried remanent of oats was
observed gerrninated through the netting.

The road cut seeding and matting below the Portal Pad was done in
April, no germination was observed. Poor contact between the
matting and soil was noted on the steep cut.
