Diversions - Diversions appeared to be in good order and were in the process of being
cleaned in some areas.

Sediment ponds and impoundments - The sediment pond swere functioning as designed
and their was some water in pond B as it caught the overflow whern the water truck was filling.

Water monitorins - 1ST Quarter water monitoring has been received by the Division.

Effluent Limitations - UPDES reports were in order for the sediment ponds and the mine
water discharge.

I.8. SIJPPORT FACILITMS/UTILITY INSTALLATIONS

The Bath House construction is progressing slowly. The operator stated that the shower
facility should be ready in a couple of weeks. The septic field is being installed and approval
from the Dept. of Health will be required. Drainage from the upper parking lot was completed
as a separate ditch and discussions with Marlo recommended a possible modification to this plan
to hopefully combine the drainage from the upper and lower parking areas. It was noted that a
permit amendment would be required prior to implementation.
