SYNOPSIS

Co-op proposes to relocate the silt fence currently north of the mine portal pad to an
area downslope of the Hiawatha Intake Portal.

Page 7K-6 of the Bear Canyon Mining and Reclamation Plan has bee changed. The
changes include moving a siltfence to a down gradient location which passes all runoff from
BTCA Area E. Vegetation will no longer be part of the sediment control of this Area.
Findings:

The proposed new silt fence location for BTCA Area E meets the requirements of the
regulations and will adequately treat the Area.
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RECOMMENDATION
