4a. HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: DIVERSIONS

A few of the ditches at the site are becoming obstructed with rocks which are the
result of the spring freeze-thaw cycle. It will be necessary for the permittee to clean
these to maintain their functional design. All culverts which were inspected were
clean and able to function as designed.

20.  AIR QUALITY PERMIT

The permittee has received an Approval Order to increase throughput for DAQE-302-
96 from the Utah Division of Air Quality, effective March 14, 1996. This order
essentially allows the permittee to increase their annual production, and allow for
additional contributions of fugitive dust due to increases in crusher capacity and
access road lengths.
