HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: DIVERSIONS

Ditch D-7D which lies on the SW corner of the clean coal storage pad is in dire need of
work. The ditch, as observed this day, is undercutting the water tank and is heavily
eroded in other locations. Page 7-87, Table 7 .2-10 shows top and bottom width
dimensions of 2 feet and 3.5 feet respectively. Although the ditch generally meets the
specification requirements, erosion of the banks caused by meandering water has caused
the problem. Mr. Reynolds is aware that the repair of this ditch is a high priority. It may
be necessary to consider either grouting of this ditch in areas where high velocity water is
cutting the banks or placing riprap where the flows must make turns. The section of D-
7D that makes the drop in elevation from the stockpile pad to the new bath house should
be re-evaluated for adequate erosion protection.

l6a. ROADS: CONSTRUCTION/MAINTENANCE/SURFACING

Permit amendment ACTl0l5l025-978, which relates to the blacktop surfacing of the
roadway in the area of the scale house has been re-activated and is under review in the
PFO. The permittee is trying to determine the type of mix to be used in this area at the
request of this inspector. Bond calculations have been adjusted for the removal and
disposal of the 260 yards of material in a State certified landfrll.

This inspector is concerned that if a standard mix is used in the scalehouse area, hot
summer temperatures and the heavy coal trucks may cause rutting of the new surface.
Additional material may need to be placed in these ruts, creating additional costs by
having a higher volume of material which must be disposed of. The permittee may be
able to show that the current bond has enough extra dollars already in place to handle the
extra matefiaL A response from the permittee is pending.
