The permittee has placed some road gravel on the #4 Mine pad to improve ground
and travel conditions in that area. The permittee was preparing to install additional
erosion control matting on the outslope of the #4 Mine pad (designated as BTCA area
“N" on Plate 7-1G).

17. Other Transportation Facilities

The permittee has completed the raise bore connecting the #3 Mine with the Tank
seam (#4 Mine), such that product can be transferred to the #3 conveyor system,
thence to the Bear Canyon tipple. Mr. Reynolds indicated that of the three entries
being developed, two now have a full face of coal. Itis the permittee's intent to initiate
a second machine shift per day in the #4 Mine. The permittee also indicated this day
that an evaluation is being conducted to change the method of coal extraction from
continous mining to longwall in the #4 Mine. This will involve increasing conveyor
capacities as well as tipple output in order to realize the full potential of that method of
mining.

20. Air Quality Permit

The permittee's water truck was observed operating on the main canyon road as well
as on the right fork access road to the #3 Mine.
