Dear Mr. I lo lbrook:

I  have reviewed the proposal f rom OSM, Septeuber 5, 1985 UT DOGM Transmittal  of
MRP Amendment Plans to Increase Coal Product ion. My comment is that Genwal Coal
Conpany must conply with the requirements specif ied in the Environmental
Assessment prepared and approved by the Forest Service January 29, 1982, and the
Road Use Perur i t  approved by the Forest Service May 21, 1981.

The fol lowing eight management requirements have not been conpi led with.  The
f irst  s ix are from the EA, and the last two are from the Road Use Permit .

2.  Publ ic parking must be separate from mine parking and al low for vehicle
turn-around,

3. The Forest Devel-opment Road wi l l  be separate from and conpat ible with the
urining operat ion.

The Forest Development Road through the si te wi l l  not
the  coa l  hand l ing  opera t ion .

An adequate selrage disposal plan wi l l  be subnit ted
w i l l  b e  a d h e r e d  t o .

22. The nining company sha1l provide the Forest gervice with an unencumbered
right-of-way across any fee lands encountered for the reconstruct ion of
the Forest Devel-opment Road.

23 .  The s i te  w i l1  be  so  cons t ruc ted  as  to  encompass  the  en t i re  sur face
faci l i t ies for the mining operat ion providing for unrestr icted through-
road access ,  wh i le  p rov id ing  adequate  pro tec t ion  o f  the  ad jacent  s t ream.

C.  I f  sur face  t rea tments  p rove to  be  inadequate ,  an  aspha l t  sur face
shaL l "  be  app l ied .  Th is  sha1 l  be  app l ied  as  such t ine  as  sur face
treatments fai l  to prevent surfacing losses and effect ive fugi t ive
dus t  con t ro l .  Th is  sha l l -  occur  no  la te r  than 40  months  a f te r  coa l
hau l  conmrences ,  i f  these cond i t ions  ex is t .

The surface treatments used to date have not done an adequate job to prevent
sur fac ing  losses  and cont ro l  fug i t i ve  dus t .  The proposed increased produc t ion
wi l l  resu l t  in  inc reased sur fac ing  losses  and fug i t i ve  dus t  p rob lems,  due to
increased numbers of haulage trucks.

We have no problen with Genwal Coal Company increasing their  product ions from
MTPY to that proposed of 360 MTPY, when the i tems Listed above from the Road
Permit  and Environmental  Assessment are met.
