In regard to Utah Power and Light Company's electric transmission 1ine between
Mi1l Fork Canyon (Beaver Creek Coal No. 4 Mine) and Crandall Canyon (Genwall
Coal Mine) in the Huntington drainage (Township 16 South, Range 7 East, Emery
County, Utah) the following is offered for your consideration.

Five raptor nesting locations involving six nests are associated with the
potential route--nest site #4 (SW4 Sec. 7) is a Golden Eagle active in 1981
and inactive in 1982); nest site #5 (NE% Sec. 17) is two Golden Eagle nests,
one of which was active in 1981 and 1982; nest site #6 (SW4 Sec. 16) is an
old inactive Golden Eagle nest; nest site #3 (NE4 Sec. 8) is an active Raven
nest that should be assessed to determine if another raptor species has taken
it over; nest site #2 (NWs Sec. 5) is a Golden Eagle nest (tended) in 1981
and inactive in 1982. The enclosed map identified the nest locations.

Raptors utilize their nesting areas from mid-February through mid-July. A

one kilometer radius buffer zone in which disturbance must be precluded

should be established around each active nest during the aforementioned period.
Construction outside of this time block would not necessitate consideration
for the nests. - The Company is responsible for determination of nest status

if construction occurs in the nesting seasons.(Due to their inaccessibility,

a helicopter will be required to make such determinations). A Division raptor
biologist must accompany the Company and is available. Also, support towers,
if utilized, need to be designed to safeguard raptors from electrocution.
