1. Permits. NOV 87-15-2-1 was issued 0ctober 2, 1987. The operator had not
ad-'equeEryresponded, in a timely manner, to stipulation UMC
8L7.43-(I-2)-RP5/DC described in the August 5, 1985 Mid-Term Approval and
further outlined in the July 5, 1987 Mid-Term Permit Stipulation Review and
the September 9, 1987 Inspection Report. Earthfax Engineering submitted plans
to the Division on the afternoon of $ctober 2, 1987. The response is
currently under review by the Division. Effective termination date for the
NOV was set at October 34, L987.

A proposed plan for a on-site coal processing and truck loading facility
has been given conditional approval by the Division. The approval contained
concerns irom the USFS and one stipulation from the Division. Stipulation UMC
800. Bonding -(])-JRH requires the operator to: A) submit an estimate for
demolition ind removal cost of the facilities, and B) provide a revised bond
within 90 days from the date of notification of the revised amount. The USFS
comrnents outlined in a letter dated JuIy 27, 1987 must also be resoLved prior
to construction of these faci l i t ies.

The operator was given an eight week approval, to begin from the date of
i.nitial implementation, to a September 22, L987 request for a temporary
modification to the permit amendment for an on-site coal processing and trucf
l-oadout facility. The temporary coal processor was in use at the time of this
inspection. Thb coal processor was installed two weeks previous to this
inspection. Therefore, the effective eight week approval shal1 expire
December 7, 1987.

Genwal CoaL Co. has also received a condit ional approval, 0ctober 8, 1987,
to a PAP amendment for a minor underground change to the Resource Recovery and
Protection P1an. The operator must submlt to the Division eight copies of the
approval letter and map from the BLM by November LO, L987. The operator must
also incorporate all updated maps and plans assocj.ated with these changes
during the year as part of the annual report to the Division.
