Additionally, we have several reservations/concerns about the form of the
material submitted and the methods used in the Review/Approval process.

1. The Proposal was conditionally approved by the Division prior to
Forest Service consent.

2. The Division assumed the Forest Service approval based on proponent's
statement(s) without direct communication with the Forest Service.

3. The proposal submitted for review is in letter form rather than an
amendment to the Mining and Reclamation Plan.

These actions are not consistent with the Federal Lands Coal Program and could
lead to unacceptable impacts, unless methods of processing are changed.
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We are requesting that all future proposals be in mine plan format and forwarded
to us prior to Division approval; and all communication regarding Forest Service
consent be obtained directly from this office.

With adequate communication and cooperation we can effectively process proposals
and mitigate our mutual concerns.
