SYNOPSIS:
After a courtesy inspection October 25, L99A, I have

reviewed the Crandall Canyon Mining and Reclamation Plan
(subnitted Feb 10, 1988) and found discrepencies between the MRP
and the actual operations. AIl are contained in Volume three of
the MRP and are listed below.

TECHNICAL ANALYSIS:
L.  Sec 8.3-2,  p  8-3.  Only  2 so i l  s tockpi les are inc luded in

this discussion of mass balance. Three stockpiles are shown on
Plate 3.8 and three stockpiles are evident at the site.
The volume of soi l  in stockpiles #3 as per plate 3.8 should be
included in the mass balance. Any resulting change in mass
ba lance  shou ld  be  no ted  i n  Sec  8 .3 -2 rp8 -3  and  Sec  8 .7 ,p8 -8 .

2. Sec 8-6. This section describes the separate storage of
subsoil  from the JDE and TCE soil  types. Plate 3.8 does not
indicate which storage pi les are subsoil  and which are topsoil .

3 .  Sec 8-7,  pg 8-7.  This  sect ion descr ibes ear then berms
that wil l  be constructed around the topsoil  pi les. Straw bales
are being used instead. Lyn Kunzler, Randal Ralphs (Genwal Coal
Co. ) and I di-scussed el ininating the use of strawbales on
port ions of the pi les, since the pi les have a good establishment
of vegetative cover and show no erosion. It was agreed that
straw bales would st i1l be used by the roadside and at the toe
end of the slopes.

4.  Sec.  8-7,  p t t  8-8.  This  sect ion descr ibes the use of  a
fence to protect the topsoil  pi les from the public. No fence was
seen at the site. This section also describes a stockpile of
topsoil  and subsoil  adjacent to the public parking area at the
end of the USFS road. No stockpile was seen at this location,

5.  P late 3.8.  This  p la te shows cross-sect ional  and contour
views of three topsoil  pi les. The location of topsoil  stockpiles
with respect to the surface faci l i t ies is not shown on this
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plate, although that is stated on pg B-7. Adjacent to Topsoil
pLIe #2 there is an area that is labeled trfuture topsoil
stockpire.'r This area is not within the UDOGM disturbed area
boundary. This area is currently pernritted by the Forest Service
as a gravel storage area.

6. Sec 8-5, P8-4 l ists the location of the chemical analysis
of the eoar in appendix 5-2. This Appendix in vol 1 contains
rrCultural Resource, Determination of Effectrrr not a chemical
analysis. The MRP must correctly site the location of these coal
analyses.

RECOMMENDATION:
Genwal Coal Co. must correct those portions of the Mining

and Reclamation Plan that d.o not accurately reflect conditions at
the site (ftens #L,1,+1 and those port ions of the plan that have
orn iss ions of  deta i l  ( f tems #L,2,5,61 and pr ior  to  us ing the
Forest service roadside area for a rtfuture topsoir stockpile, rl
the area must be placed within DOGl,trs disturbed area boundaries.
