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Please find enclosed our certificate of insurance extending the general liability coverage for our client.
As in the past, the insurance coverage includes a $1000 property damage deductible. This letter is to
confirm how that deductible is processed.

The insurance carrier (Federal Insurance Company) investigates the claim has all property
documentation completed (i.e. proof of loss, releases, etc.), and issue the appropriate check to the
claimant. Afterwards, the insurance company collects any deductible amount from the Insured. This
makes sure the claimant is satisfied and not awaiting a deductible check from the Insured.
