As part of the midterm review of the Crandall Canyon Mine, the Division
reviewed the bond amount. The Division has determined that bond amount should be $701,000
in 1999 dollars. Currently the bond amount is $703,000 in 1999 dollars. Since the difference
between the two amounts is only 0.3%, no bond adjustment is needed. Attached is an updated

summary of the bond calculations.

I checked the permit map, digitized by Dan Smith, with the description of the
permit boundaries described in the permit. The description of the permit boundaries and Plate 5-
2 are consistent. However, there are discrepancies between Dan’s map and Plate 5-2. I have E-
mailed Dan and the problem will be corrected.
