GENERAL COMMENTS

A partial inspection was completed at the office and at the mine on 511612001. No violations were issued
as a result of this inspection.

SIGNS AND MARIGRS

The mine and permit identification sign is located at the permit boundary just below the mine site. The
markers include: stream buffer zone, disturbed area, and topsoil markers.

TOPSOI

The topsoil piles were inspected with no signs of wind or water erosion. These piles are protected by
berms and/or silt fences. The operator plans on submitting an amendment. This will be done after a
vegetal study is performed by the mine. The mine objective is to demonstrate that the vegetal cover
meets the Division standards, and therefore, the silt fences can be removed. Mr. Gray stated he will
contact Pat Collins to perform the necessary studies. Hopefully, this can be done in June 2001.

HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: DMRSIONS

The diversions were checked. They were found to comply with the requirements of the Mining and
Reclamation Plan and the Coal Rules perforrnance standards with the exception noted below.

The off slope pond drainage below the Jersey barriers was bermed to divert the runoff into the pond.
This was noted as a follow-up to the last inspection.

HYDROLOGIC BALANCE: SEDIMENT PONDS AND IMPOUNDMENTS

The sediment pond was not discharging during the inspection. The pond has never discharged.

The operator has received a review of the midterm. The midterm was dated February 26,2001.
Rechecked with Gary Gray and he stated the midterm review, as you approved it, was sent in 512512001.
Further, he advised me that the amendment was received 512912001at 9:00 a.m. by Velasquez.

4D. ITYDROLOGIC BALANCE: WATER MONITORING

Eric Peterson is now doing the water monitoring for Crandall Canyon. This included five streams, five
in-mine wells, and fourteen springs. This also included field and laboratory measurements.

The first quarter monitoring was reviewed by the undersigned. The first quarter results, according to Mr
Gray, have been e-mailed to the Division for inclusion into the data base. The second quarter samples
for the lower sites have been taken and have been sent to the laboratory. The results have not been
received. The higher sites will be taken next week now that the upper sites are not snow-covered.

NONCOAL WASTE

The non-coal waste storage area is clean. No non-coal waste was observed in other disturbed areas.

OTHER: USFS SILT F.ENCES

The USFS silt fences, that are located before the USFS road, have been cleaned since the last inspection.
