On February 8, 2010, you submitted a Joint Permit Application (Stream Alteration
Application Number 10-85-01SA) for Department of the Army authorization, under Regional
General Permit 40, to install two culverts in Lower Robinson Creek for the Kane County
Road 136 Realignment Project. The project is located in Section 25, Township 39 South, Range 6
West, Latitude 37.3957 North, Longitude 112.4605 South, Alton, Kane County, Utah.

Our review of your application indicates that the project purpose isto re-route the existing
County Road 136 by constructing a 3.1 mile roadway and installing 13 culverts, totaling
1311 linear feet, to facilitate the proposed Alton Coal, Coal Hollow Mine Project (SPK-2009-
01008). We have reviewed your proposed project and determined that it would not occur but for
the Coal Hollow Mine Project, and is therefore not a single and complete project. As such, the
impacts to waters from the road realignment project must be evaluated with the larger coal
mining project. We have administratively withdrawn your request for Clean Water Act Section
404 authorization under Regional General Permit 40 and will integrate this request into the
overall Coal Hollow Mine Project,

Further, we have not received a wetland delineation report for your project and; therefore,
we are unable to verify the extent of waters of the United States potentially affected by the
project. We have enclosed an itemized list of the minimal information we need to process a
jurisdictional determination request. Upon receiving a completed wetlands delineation report,
we will evaluate it together with the Coal Hollow Mine Project.

On March 4, 2010, the Utah State Engineer issued you a State Only authorization
(Number 10-85-01SA) to install culverts 7 and 8 in Lower Robinson Creek, a water of the
United States. Please be advised that any discharge into wetlands or other jurisdictional waters
without an appropriate Department of the Army Permit would constitute an unauthorized
activity. Therefore, we recommend that no project work occur for the Kane County Road 136
Realignment Project until the wetland delineation report is submitted, our jurisdictional
determination is completed, and we have issued any required Department of the Army permits.
