4,a Hvdrolooic Balance: Diversions

Top of culveft that leads into sediment pond #1 B is smashed. The operator plans on
replacing this culvert when installing other needed culverts at the mine site. The
operator has submitbd a Drainage Gontrol Amendment to the Division which was just
returned with deficiencies. Once this amendment is approved the smashed culvert
will be replaced. The culvert is still functional as efforts have been made to lift the
smashed poftion.

tl.b Hrrdroloqic Balance: Sediment Ponds and Impoundments

The open channel spill way from sediment pond #3 has been re-worked into a
ooncave design with the rip rap. Larger rip rap has been placed to the outside and
gradations of smaller rip rap towad the center. Water is still present inside of pond
#3, but has diminished substantially since the previous inspection.
