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RE: SUFCO Substation
Amendment

Dear Mr. Haddock;

You and I have spoken twice concerning my previous
letter indicating environmental health concerns relative
to a new substation being proposed by SUFCO.

In my letter I referred to a containment berm
required by the Bureau of Water Pollution Control. I
understand that SUFCO prefers not to install such a bernm,
wanting the concrete pad area to be free draining, for
structural reasons. I also understand that there is a
concrete sediment trap already installed above the
retention pond, into which surface runoff from the pad
area will be conducted. This trap should provide
adequate retention of any discharged materials, as well
as visual inspection and periodic malntenance This
should be adequate for our concerns.

As also mentioned in the letter, SUFCO needs to
respond, in writing, indicating what types of materials
might possibly find their way into the sediment trap and
the proposed method of disposal of such materials.

In addition, SUFCO has indicated that the additional
retention volume required can be added simply by dredging
the existing pond. This will not require a construction
permit from the Bureau of Water Pollution Control.
However, we might mention here that materials dredged
from the pond should be disposed of properly. It would
be most appropriate for this material to be placed in the
previously approved waste rock disposal area located some



distance below the mine, adjacent to the highway.

We would hereby recommend that SUFCO be given
approval to construct the proposed substation pad, and
that the above information concerning the nature of any
questionable material that may be discharged to the
sediment trap or the pond, and disposal of such material,
be required as a condition of approval. That information
- may be submitted directly to my office from SUFCO; or
since the approval comes from your office, you may wish
to forward the information to me.
