General Comments:

Snow covered some areas of the mine site. Winds had blown the snow off some areas
and drifted it onto others. Most of the dirt roads were impassible even in a 4-wheel drive
vehicle. Some features, such as ditches, were not visible due to snow.

1. Permits, Change, Transfer, Renewal, Sale

A letter dated August 13, 1993 from Mr. Kenneth E. May to Mr. Daron Haddock of
DOGM contained an updated list of officers and directors for SUFCo.

In a letter dated November 3, 1993 from DOGM, Mr. Haddock stated that the legal and
financial information required in response to Division Order 93B had been received. On
November 19, 1993 Mr. Haddock informed the Operator that DOGM is reviewing the
application for changes in ownership and control.

2. Signs and Markers

All signs on access points that were accessible were visible. Most markers in the
accessible areas were visible.

3. Topsoil

The top soil piles were covered with snow. The topsoil signs were visible. No mining
activities had occurred recently near the piles.

4. Hydrologic Balance:
a. Diversions

Most of the diversions were covered with snow, but there was no indication that runoff
had caused any problems. Runoff has been limited by cold temperatures and snow removal
in the mine yard. Snow had been removed from the drains. Diversions were maintained as
weather conditions dictated.

b. Sediment Ponds and Impoundments

The sediment pond below the mine site had frozen. ILast winter the decant valve had
frozen and cracked. The cracked valve allowed water to discharge. There was no indication
that the valve had cracked nor was the pond discharging.

¢. Other Sediment Control Measures

Silt fences that were visible appeared to be functioning. Some minor tears were seen in
the silt fence by the main substation. Repairs will be made to keep the sediment control
structures functional. '

d. Water Monitoring

In a letter dated October 19, 1993 from Mr. Haddock of DOGM to Mr. Kenneth May,
approval was granted for modifying the water quality monitoring parameters. Water monitoring
of the third quarter of 1993 had been completed.

e. Effluent Limitations

In a letter dated December 7, 1993 from the Operator to Mr. Kelly Coleman of the
Division of Water Quality, notice was given that the oil and grease limitations for discharge
point 003A had been exceeded. The water sample taken on November 17, 1993 had an oil and
grease content of 19 mg/l and the permit limit is 10 mg/l. As the violation was self-reported,
no action by DOGM will be taken at this time.

5. Explosives
The explosive magazines were locked and grounded.
7. Coal Mine Waste/Refuse Piles/Impoundments

The annual inspection of these facilities will be done this month. Quarterly inspection
did not indicate any problems. Snow covers most of those structure. No problems were noted
during this inspection. :

16. Roads
a. Construction/Maintenance/Surfacing

The paved roads were clear of ice and snow. Most of the dirt roads outside of the main
pad area were impassible due to ice and snow.

21. Bonding and Insurance

The reclamation bond and insurance policy meet or exceed the limits required by the
mine and reclamation plan. The insurance policy will expire on December 31, 1993, Wess
Sorensen assured me that the policy would be automatically renewed prior to that date.
