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1. Permits, Change, Transfer, Renewal, Sale

The permittee is preparing a response to the Division's correspondence dated
December21, 2011 for project 3 WG3950. Division staff assigned to this task met
with Leland Roberts, Chris Hansen and Mike Davis on January 19th to discus the
deficiencies note in the 12/21 letter.

3. Topsoil

Topsoil from the development of the 4th west portals has been moved from its
temporary location near the waste rock site to the permanent location with the other
topsoil salvaged from the development of the waste rock site. The relocated topsoil
should be seeded.

Waste rock from the development of the 4th west portals is being placed in the waste
rock disposal site and is nearly complete.
