Purpose of Inspection: Requested by the operator for permit closure.  

Inspection Summary:  Sites were dominated by cheat grass.  Regrading was well done. Future regrading suggestions should include a) Every effort should be made to salvage top soil from the site prior to road building; b) when regrading add an extra compactive effort (back of a track hoe bucket) and slightly more material at the crest of the cuts to allow for settlement and consolidation of the regraded fill. 

Photos were taken to document site conditions.

Conclusions and Recommendations: Operator to comply with all local, state and federal rules.  OGM to continue annual inspections and monitor the site when in the area. Operator needs to contact a biologist to assist with establishment of vegetation.
